
4 Man - 2 Man Best Ball (ABCD Blind Draw)

Wednesday, April 18, 2012       9:00 Shotgun Start

Entry Fee:  $30.00 pp + cart
RULES:

· Each Player will play his own ball and the team score will be the total of the two low net scores for each hole.
· Play from Gold tees

· USGA rules apply in addition to Local Rules
· No gimmies – the ball must be holed out no matter how short the putt.

· Native Grass is not a lateral hazard.  If your ball might be lost in the native grass you may play a provisional ball.  Otherwise if it is lost you must go back to play another ball from where you last hit.

· If we are cart path only - Lift, Clean, and place within one club length in your own fairway, no closer to the hole and not on the putting green. If we are driving on the course, play the ball down.  If you accidentally lift the ball when not allowed, replace it and add one penalty stroke.
SCORING:

· Each Player will play his own ball and the Team score will be the total of the two low net scores for each hole.

· EACH SCORE MUST BE INDIVIDUALLY IDENTIFIABLE.

· Handicaps: 90% of full

· Scores will be posted as “Tournament Scores” by the committee

· Ties will be broken by scorecard playoff using the aggregate of 4 lowest handicap holes and then working backwards from the #5 handicap hole, etc. until a winner is determined.

PRIZES:

· Number of winners of pro shop credits TBD based on numbers of entries.
· Two closest to the pin and two longest putts awards will be made.
LUNCH:

· Lunch will be served in the main dining room immediately following completion of play,

· A blind will be drawn for any missing player(s)
