STARTING TIMES:

· Tee times by flights.  Check the website on Monday for your tee time.

RULES:

· Individual stroke play with full handicap. This is a play it until holed tournament.  If you pick up and fail to hole out you will DQ yourself.

· Flighted by handicap, 

· Combined 36 score for two days

· All Play from Gold tees except Super Senior Flight plays from Red tees and are not eligible for the club Championship
· USGA rules apply.

· Ball is to be played as it lies.
· All competitors MUST have played in at least 6 SMGA events including North Atlanta Senior events.

· No gimmies – the ball must be holed out no matter how short the putt
· Native grass is not a hazard unless marked with red or yellow lines.  If you can’t find your ball you must go back and play a stroke from the last place you played if you did not play a provisional ball.
SCORING:

· Swap scorecards with a fellow competitor.  Keep gross score only.  Your final net score is your actual gross minus your handicap.  Cards must be signed and attested to be official.

· Ties for low gross and low net will have a hole by hole (sudden death) playoff immediately after finishing play of final day.  High score drops out until a winner is declared.  For the handicap playoff, handicap strokes will be applied as they fall on the scorecard. If you are tied for the lead and you are not available for the playoff, for any reason, you will be considered eliminated.
· All other ties within flights will be broken by scorecard playoff using the aggregate of 4 lowest handicap holes and then working backwards from the #5 handicap hole, etc.
· Scores will be posted as “Tournament Scores” by the committee.
PRIZES:

· Trophy for Low Net Winner (Club Champion)

· Trophy for Low Gross Winner (Club Medalist)

· There will be multiple flights based on level of participation including a Super Seniors flight (75 years young and handicap of 25 or greater).  If eligible you must tell the committee if you are playing in the Super Seniors or Regular Flights

· Club Champion and Club Medalist will not be eligible for flight winner awards.

· Closest to the hole on two par 3’s each day.  Longest Putts on two holes per day.  You can only win one day (either or both).  If you win any longest putt or close-up on day one you are not eligible on day two for that category.

· Jackets required, ties optional. Spouses are invited.

Hints and Tips

· Do not change any rules without the Tournament Directors authority.
· Obtaining door prizes are at your team’s discretion.  If you have a lot of door prizes you should develop a way to quickly distribute them to move the session along in the shortest amount of time.

· There normally will be 6 Flights with 11 players in each flight

· 1st, 2nd and 3rd place winners will be paid in each flight
