
Fun Day (4 man ABCD blind draw)
Wednesday, November 7, 2012       9:00 Shotgun Start

Entry Fee:  $0 SMGA picks up the entry fee.  You pay the cart fee
RULES:

· Read instructions for each hole carefully.  Each hole is different.  Watch particularly for which tee to use.

· USGA rules apply in addition to Local Rules

· Ball is to be played down everywhere

· No gimmies – the ball must be holed out no matter how short the putt

· Native Grass is not a lateral hazard.  If your ball might be lost in the native grass you may play a provisional ball.  Otherwise if it is lost you must go back to play another ball from where you last hit.

SCORING:

· POST GROSS SCORES ONLY.  Handicaps will be applied at scorers table
· Ties will be broken by scorecard playoff using the aggregate of 4 lowest handicap holes and then working backwards from the #5 handicap hole, etc. until a winner is determined
PRIZES:

· Number of winners of pro shop credits TBD based on numbers of entries.
· Two closest to the pin and two longest putts awards will be made.

CHOCTAW

Choctaw #1 – All play from white tee.  A & B players are partners; C & D players are partners.  Each player plays his own ball.  Record the lowest gross score for A or B and lowest gross score for C or D.  This is a LONG DRIVE hole; Drive must be in fairway.

Choctaw #2 – A and B hit from white tee, C and D hit from gold tee.  Record the two lowest gross scores.  (Pin placement is on the front edge of second tier of green.)
Choctaw #3 – Play from gold tee.  A & B players are partners; C and D players are partners.  Record lowest gross score for A or B and lowest gross score for C or D.  This is a CLOSEST TO THE PIN hole.

Choctaw #4 – Play from gold tee.  A and B players are partners; C and D players are partners.  A and C hit from tee; B and D hit second shot.  Continue alternating (A and B/ C and D) until ball is holed.  Record gross score for A/B and gross score for C/D.  (FRONT PIN PLACEMENT.)

Choctaw #5 – All play from red tee.  Pick best drive.  Each player plays his own ball from that point.  Record lowest and highest gross scores.
Choctaw #6 – A hits from blue tee, B from white tee, C from gold tee, and D from red tee.  I tee shot lands within 5 feet of white center line, player is laying zero.  Record the two lowest gross scores.  This is a DRIVE CLOSEST TO THE CENTER LINE hole.

Choctaw #7 – A and B hit from white tee; C and D hit from gold tee.  Record the two lowest gross scores.

Choctaw #8 – A and B hit from the white tee.  C and D hit from the gold tee.  A and C are partners; B and D are partners.  Each player plays his own ball.  Record lowest gross score for A or C and lowest gross score for B or D.  This is a LONGEST PUTT hole.

Choctaw #9 – Play from white tee.  (Hit from old tee box – right of cart path.)  A and D players are partners; B and C players are partners.  B and D hit from tee; A and C hit second shots.  Continue alternating (B and C/A and D) until ball is holed out.  Record lowest gross score for A or D and lowest gross score for B or C.

SEMINOLE

Seminole #1 – A an B hit from the gold tee.  C and D hit from the red tee (down the hill).  Pick the best drive.  Each player plays his own ball from that point.  Record the two lowest gross scores.  This is the famous TOILET SEAT hole.

Seminole #2 – All play from gold tee.  A and B players are partners.  C and D players are partners.  Once on green, right-handed players putt left-handed and left-handed players putt right-handed.  A two-way putter will be provided.  Record lowest gross score for A or B and lowest gross score for C or D.  DO NOT PUT THE PUTTER IN YOUR BAG AND TAKE IT WITH YOU!

Seminole #3 – Play from red tee. A and D players are partners; B and C players are partners.  B and D hit from tee; A and C hit second shots.  Continue alternating (A and D/ B and C) until ball is holed out.  Record gross score for A/D and B/C.

Seminole #4 – A and B hit from white tee.  C and D hit from gold tee.  A and B players are partners; C and D players are partners.  Each player plays his own ball.  Record lowest gross score for A or B and lowest gross score for C or D.  This is a LONGEST PUTT hole.

Seminole #5 – Play from gold tee.  A and C players are partners; B and D players are partners.  A and B hit from tee; C and D hit second shot.  Continue alternating (A and C/ B and D) until ball is holed out.  Record gross score for A/C and gross score for B/D.

Seminole #6 – A hits from blue tee, B from white tee, C from gold tee, and D from red tee.  A and B players are partners.  C and D players are partners.  Record lowest gross score for A or B and lowest gross score for C or D.  This is a CLOSEST TO THE PIN hole.  There is an unusual pin placement on this hole.  Pin placement is behind left bunker, (good luck).

Seminole #7 – All play from gold tee.  Pick best drive.  Each player plays his own ball from that point.  Record two lowest gross scores.  This is a LONGEST DRIVE hole.  Drive must be in the fairway.  Pin placement is on right front.

Seminole #8 – All play from red tee.  There will be two pin placements on this hole.  A and B players will putt to the back pin and C and D players will putt to the front pin.  Record LOWEST and HIGHEST gross score.  This is a CLOSEST TO CENTER LINE hole.

Seminole #9 – Each player chooses tee to hit from.  If tee shot lands within the 15-foot circle of the 150-yard marker, player is laying zero.  Record the two lowest gross scores.
